	Check that you have onboard an updated EPA VGP Compliance Program Manual.
	

	2
	Check that you have onboard a copy of the submitted NOI Form and the relevant acknowledgement letter by the EPA for your vessel.
	

	3
	Ensure that you have properly completed and filed the weekly routine inspections.
	

	4
	Ensure that you have properly carried out the sampling inspections and the results are documented.
	

	5
	Ensure that you have properly carried out the annual VGP inspection and the results are documented.
	

	6
	Check that you have onboard a copy of the last VGP Drydock maintenance / inspections (for dry docks that have been carried out after 6 Feb. 2009).
	

	7
	Ensure that prior entering in the US EEZ training (in accordance with VGP Manual) is carried out for crewmembers and recorded.
	

	8
	Ensure that prior to entering the "Waters of the United States", and at least 50 nm from shore, chain locker sump have been pumped out overboard and recorded.
	

	9
	Ensure that when the vessel is within the "Waters of the United States", an estimated volume and the location of graywater discharges is recorded.
	

	10
	Ensure that when the vessel is within the "Waters of the United States" the restrictions related to the various discharges from the vessel are fully observed in accordance with the provisions of the EPA VGP Compliance Program Manual. Particular attention should be given to the operational restrictions / requirements related to the Deck Runoff, Bilgewater / Oily Water Separator Effluent, Boiler / Economizer Blowdown, Chain Locker Effluent, Distillation and Reverse Osmosis Brine, Graywater and Ballast Water.
	

	11
	Ensure that the ship’s watch - while en-route or at anchor within the US waters - carries out a visual monitoring of the water around and behind the vessel for any pollution originating from the vessel. 
	

	12
	Ensure that a visual sheen test / inspection is conducted after cargo operations by observing the surface of the water for the presence of an oily sheen (Tankers only).
	

	13
	Ensure that if due to operational requirements it is estimated that you might have to load a quantity of ballast and discharge it again in the US waters, a mid-ocean saltwater flushing will be conducted.
	

	14
	Check that you have an adequate supply of non-toxic, phosphate-free, non-caustic and biodegradable detergents / soaps / cleaners which have to be used within the "waters of the United States".
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
